Welcome to the 2009 fall season for the Boy’s Tennis team.  I have included a schedule for your 

personal calendars.  Here is what to expect over the next 2 months. 

 

Practice begins on August 3rd (at Stewart McMillan Tennis Center on Tillman Road) and 

concludes with Sectionals beginning on October 1, 2009.  It is a short season, but fairly intense.  

It requires a large time commitment from the students, the parents, and the coaches.  I would like 

to thank you up front for your support and commitment.   

 

The first match is scheduled for Thursday August 20th at South Adams High School.  This gives 

us just over 2 weeks to prepare.  The practice schedule is as follows: 

 

Monday through Friday: 5:30 PM – 7:15 PM 

Saturdays: 9:00 am – 10:30 am (This time may vary on a weekly basis) 

 

These are my expectations from the students: 

• Be on time for all practices and matches. Leaving early and being absent is not acceptable 

unless prior permission is granted by a coach. 

• Be respectful to teammates, coaches, parents, and opposing players, and coaches. 

• Work hard and have a good attitude. 

 

Equipment Needed: 

• Please bring water to all practices and matches.  There is no water at SMTC. 

• Wear proper tennis attire, including tennis shoes with white soles. 

• All players need at least 1 racquet; varsity players must have 2 racquets. 

• Uniforms: Players will need to buy black shorts with pockets for their uniforms.  A team 

shirt will be provided. 

• Physicals must be completed and turned in to the athletic office before a student can 

participate.
